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OVERVIEW OF THE RESEARCH

This work was developed as part of the RESCLIMA project (2012 — present)
The project investigated the relationship between science and common culture
in social representations of climate change. It contributes to education and
communication on climate risks and explores the complex logic that lies in the
construction of climate change knowledge and the role that scientific culture
plays in this process. RESCLIMA attends to the need to expand knowledge on
"social factors" of climate change and its application in designing policies,
programs and educational and communicative resources on socio-
environmental problems and on the environmental crisis in general.

The ‘social factor,” that is, the way that people perceive and value climate
change information, is crucial to taking responsible actions. On the one hand, it
puts pressure on decision-makers to adopt more forceful response policies. On
the other hand, it influences our own personal disposition to accept and adopt
significant changes in everyday life, such as those connected with a fossil
fuels-based energy model.
